4™ Avenue and N Street
Salt Lake City, Utah

Start at southwest corner of cemetery next to @ffiGo to 220 North St.; turn east; plot H-
5 by second tree; go south to see my great grdreifand great grandmother, Alfred
Gilham Lee and Rebecca Orme headstone. See kbukline Bates Men” pages 148 to
156 for Lee and Corbett history.

Go to 310 North St.; go east past 940 Easttdvriddle of D-11 block to a large tree
on the right side; go south to a plaque where megtggrandfather Samuel Lee is buried
and the names of many other persons buried there.




Stay on 310 North Street, go past 990 East Avémtiee middle of plot K-4, just past a
wrought iron fence on the north side; you will fittee headstone of my great grandmother,
Sarah Frost Corbett and her son Thomas Corbett.

Her husband Joseph Corbett is buried in Mt. Oloezhetery, Brooklyn, New York. Take
Long Island Expressway West to exit #19"&reet and Grand Ave, dt*2raffic light

turn left on Grand Ave. Cemetery entrance is appnately ¥ mile on left. Mount Olivet
Cemetery 65-40 Grand Ave. See my book pagesd h82 for their story.




TBCE, UTAH CEMETERY

Go south on Main Street to 400 South; turhdek block up a hill to Tate Lane, a dirt
road. Turn right on Tate Lane to the west sideemetery fence; turn left at first
entrance; the headstone of great grandfather OBpbsam Bates and great grandmother
Phoebe Matteson will be in the first part of thenegery on the right. You will also find
Margrette A. Busenbarkwife of Ormus, and Matilda Reeve&’ ®ife of Ormus close
by. Across the road to the north you will find@mber of Bates’ who are descendants of
Ormus but not of his son Arlin Henry who is ourmptéather. Arlin Henry is buried in
Oakley, Idaho.

When you turn off I1-80 to Tooele, look for thecond stop sign intersecting highway
138; turn right for about a mile to the Bensontgmsdl. This is worth an hour of time to
go through the mill and see how the pioneers grahan wheat into baking flour. Go
back to the road to Tooele and watch for a sighgags Bates Canyon Road named after
Ormus Bates. The next stop sign is an intersettidhe town of Erda that used to be
named Batesville after Ormus Bates. There is atbebLDS chapel down the road to the
right that is Bates Ward. On the West side of thapel is a monument to the pioneers
who settled this area you can see to the northgiwilvas started by Ormus Bates. If you
take the road going West to the first road goingtiNabout a mile down the road on your
left in a field you will see where Ormus Bates baifort now obliterated. He owned at
one time all of that land you can see East and \Wfasie road.




STANDROD, IDAHCEMETERY

Just 3 miles past Snowville on freeway 84 twol®&y, Idaho, turn west on Hwy. 30 to
Standrod and Yost. Go 16 miles to where highwateR6s off to the left. Keep going
straight west on Hwy. 42 to Strevell, about eiglies) until it turns almost north. There is
a road going west with a sign that should say Stahdr Yost. Go about 5 to 8 miles and
look for a sign on the left next to a gate thatlee&tandrod Cemetery. Go through the
gate and up a hill to the cemetery which you ca@é from the road. This is where my
grandmother Sarah Elizabeth Corbett Lee is burkRelad pages 20, 21, 22 and 49 in my
book “One Line of Bates Men” to learn about hes Bind why she ended up in this very
desolate and forlorn place




OAKLEY, IDABICEMETERY

Take freeway 84 to Burley, Idaho; from Burtake highway 27 to Oakley about 22
miles. In Oakley turn east through the main patbwn; turn south when you see the
cemetery on a hill about a mile away. There yolfimd the headstones of my
grandfather and grandmother Arlin Henry Bates amdelha Adams, also her mother Mary
Angeline Tuttle Adams.

TWIN EAS, IDAHO CEMETERY

Take highway 30 from Burley, Idaho; go throldartaugh where | was born and lived
until | went into the military. Another 20 milesast, just before you enter Twin Falls, on
the right is the old Twin Falls cemetery where rather Lyman Lester, mother Sarah
Edith Lee and brother LaVarr are buried. Enterdbmetery from the west side; go east;
